The Answer Eliminator tool looks like lines with an X over them. This tool allows
you to put a red X through answer choices on multiple choice items.

Then click answer choice “A.” A red X will appear over the
answer choice, and you will not be able to select it as the correct answer. If you
change your mind, you can remove the red X by clicking it. Click answer choice

you must first click the Answer Eliminator tool in the toolbar to disable it. Click
the tool now.

This tool provides a small window that
you can move up and down the page to cover some of the words to help with
reading.

4 The Sketch tool looks like a pencil. Clicking on it will open a toolbox containing
y several colored pencils, an eraser, and a highlighter. Use this tool to highlight
parts of the passage or question that you want to stand out. Do not use it to write
your answers. Click this tool now.
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Now, click the yellow highlighter and highlight a word in the item.

Now click the blue pencil and circle a word in the item. You can erase
the marks you just made by clicking the eraser and then clicking the mark. Click the “X"
in the upper right corner of the tool to close the Sketch tool.

The Text Highlight tool looks like a highlighter. This tool will allow you to select
specific words you want to highlight.

From the pop-up menu, you can choose to highlight text or use the eraser
to remove some or all of the highlighted text.

In addition to these tools, some words on the test may have a small book next to them.
You can click on the book to open a pop-up glossary that will provide you with the
definition of the word.

SAY En esta sesion, cada pregunta tendra instrucciones especificas para responder. En
algunas preguntas, puede ser que necesiten elegir mas de una respuesta correcta. Otras
preguntas las responderan escribiendo sus respuestas en los recuadros provistos en
su documento de respuestas. Asegurense de utilizar solo el espacio en los recuadros.
Algunas preguntas tienen dos o mas partes. Asegurense de responder todas las partes
de cada pregunta. Mientras trabajan, asegtirense de borrar bien cualquier cambio que
hagan y de rellenar completamente el circulo.
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Lean las instrucciones del folleto de prueba al inicio de la pagina. Vayan siguiéndolas
mientras yo las leo en voz alta. “Instrucciones: Lee con atencion cada una de las
preguntas. Para cada pregunta de opcion multiple decide cual es la mejor respuesta.
Asegurate de marcar o escribir tus respuestas en tu documento de respuestas. Solo se
calificaran las respuestas y el trabajo escritos en los recuadros de respuestas”. ;Tienen
alguna pregunta? [If there are any procedural questions, reread the directions.]

SAY Ustedes tendran todo el tiempo que necesiten para responder a las preguntas de esta
sesion. Si no estan seguros de la respuesta a una pregunta, hagan su mejor esfuerzo.
Pueden dibujar o escribir en su folleto de prueba, si eso les ayuda a contestar las
preguntas. Comiencen con la primera pregunta en esta sesion y contintien trabajando
hasta que vean el simbolo de alto. No hagan nada mas alla del simbolo de alto.
Recuerden marcar o escribir todas sus respuestas en los recuadros proporcionados
en su documento de respuestas. NO se calificara nada que esté escrito en el folleto de
prueba.

Cuando hayan terminado esta sesion, cierren su folleto de prueba y su documento de
respuestas, y metan el documento de respuestas adentro del folleto de prueba. Luego,
pueden sentarse en silencio o leer un libro en su escritorio sin hacer ruido. ;Tienen
alguna pregunta? [If there are any procedural questions, reread the directions.]

SAY Pueden comenzar.

Remain attentive and circulate throughout the room during the testing session. (Reading, grading papers, or
doing other work is prohibited.) Ensure all students are working in the correct session and have not skipped to
a different session.

Remember that identifying and pointing out questions a student did not complete either during or after the
test is not allowed. Remind students as part of the general instructions to complete all of the questions and to
check to be sure they have completed this session.

Reminder: You may not review the students’ responses.

After students have finished (refer to administration time tables in section 2.2.2), continue reading the
following script.

SAY Sino han terminado, pueden tener tiempo adicional para terminar la prueba. Levanten
la mano si necesitan mas tiempo. [Explain to students how extended time is to be handled in
your school.]
